Visa requirements for an Internship/stage in Italy…

Citizens of the European Union and EEA states do not require a visa to stay in Italy. 

If you are Canadian / Australian you should apply for a “working / holiday visa” at the Italian Embassy (or local consulate) in your country. They are relatively easy to obtain (no specific requirements) and last 6 months.

If you are NOT a citizen of the European Union and EEA states, you are required to obtain a “work visa” (not a tourist visa) which you must start applying for well ahead of time.
